He’s hoping this baby will
get him back on TV, the source 
tells In Touch exclusively. TLC 
pulled his family’s show 19 Kids 
and Counting in 2015 after In Touch
broke the news that Josh had re-
peatedly molested fi ve underage 
girls (including four of his sisters)
as a teen — and that his parents had 
tried to cover it up. Then the net-
work banned Josh from the fam-
ily’s spin-off , Counting On, because 
of pressure from advertisers. “He’s 
convinced public opinion will turn 
in his favor once people see how 
supportive he is to Anna leading up 
to the baby’s birth. He really thinks

have a change of heart, too.”
He’s admitted his marriage 

was in trouble but is putting a 
happy spin on their life today.
Josh entered a faith-based rehab 
center in August 2015 after admit-
ting that he’d been unfaithful and 
was caught on the Ashley Madison 
cheating website and that he had an 
addiction to porn. Josh and Anna — 
parents to Mackynzie, 7, Michael, 
5, Marcus, 3, and Meredith, 20 
months — released this statement 
about their baby news: “For nearly 
the last two years, we have quietly 
worked to save our marriage, fo-
cus on our children and rebuild 
our lives together as a family,” they 

wrote. “Doing so is never easy af-
ter a breach of trust. We’ve learned 
that a life of faith and rebuilding 
a life together is simply done one 
day at a time. As we continue our 
journey as a family and rebuild our 
lives, we are delighted to share with 
you that we are expecting a new 
baby boy later this year.”

He made no mention of re-
turning to TV, but the wheels 
are in motion. His parents, Jim 
Bob, 51, and Michelle, 50, “have 
already suggested that this could 
be a good way to reintroduce Josh 
to the show. They really think this 
baby could be TV gold,” says the 
source. But Josh’s younger sisters 

(and victims) Jill Dillard, 25, and 
Jessa Seewald, 24, are not com-
fortable with the plan. “They love 
Anna, but they feel Josh let the 
entire family down and tarnished 
the Duggar family’s good name.”

Anna’s family is also extreme-
ly concerned. “They saw how 
humiliated she was by Josh’s ac-
tions and fear that this baby is just 
a Band-Aid,” says the source. As 
In Touch reported exclusively, 
Anna has been on the brink of di-
vorcing Josh. But now she’s stay-
ing with the man who betrayed her. 
Adds the source: “Anna’s family 
is heartbroken and think she has 
been brainwashed.”    

According to legal documents exclusively obtained 
by In Touch, Josh, a used-car salesman, was served at 

his work in Siloam Springs, Ark., on March 13 by lawyers 
for LA-based DJ and photographer Matt McCarthy. 
McCarthy is claiming that Josh stole his image and 

used it as his own on the cheating site Ashley Madison. 
(In August 2015, it was revealed that Josh was a 

member and had paid the site $249 for a “guarantee” 
that he would have an affair within three months.)

Letters From
Death Row
Scott Peterson laughs a 

lot. Sitting alone in his

watches one of his favorite shows:
The Big Bang Theory. “[It] is great,”
Peterson writes in a letter. “Who
doesn’t like a good ‘Bazinga’?

outside and work up a sweat.” Linda 
says she wrote Scott because she 
“was fascinated by his case and I 
had always wondered what it is like 
to be on death row.

Peterson shares much more
with Linda. Survivor and Master-
Chef are must-see TV for him, and he
admits he watches too many shows.
“I need to get a life,” writes the kill-
er, without a trace of irony. “I would
love an opportunity to work, but
there are very few spots for that on

the row. The way that I was raised…I 
feel useless if I am not working.” But 
something is conspicuously missing 
from his letters. “What’s striking is 
the absence of darkness, given that 
he’s on death row,” says LA-based
psychologist Dr. Julie Armstrong, 
who analyzed Scott’s words for
In Touch. “He’s completely omitted 
this whole dark story, which we know 
to be true. This is a guy who doesn’t 
feel any guilt, remorse or shame.”

Peterson, who is among 700 
inmates on death row at San 
Quentin, never complains about 
prison life. “That’s consistent with 
a sociopath to not have deep feelings, 
so it’s easy to maintain an upbeat at-
titude,” says Dr. Armstrong, who has 
not treated Peterson. “And his self-
confi dence shows he doesn’t feel like 
anything is his fault. He’s very dis-
connected from the crime.”

The few times he mentions his 
late wife, he makes their mar-
riage sound idyllic. He talks about 
how easy it was to run their San Luis 
Obispo, Calif., restaurant, The Shack, 
and how much they enjoyed enter-
taining. “Laci and I loved having peo-
ple over,” he writes in the 2012 letters. 
“We were always happy when our 
pool was fi lled with friends, the grill 
was smoking, and the outside fridge 
was being emptied.” He’s just try-
ng to make himself look good, says 

Armstrong. “It’s this idealized ver-
sion that he creates of who he thinks 
he is,” she explains. “He’s like, ‘We 
were this happy suburban couple,’ but 
this is a guy who was doing something 
behind his wife’s back” — cheating 
on her with multiple women, includ-
ng Amber Frey — “and ultimately 

killed her. Many people who have lost 
a loved one to violent crime hold it as a 
bruise in their heart because they feel 
the pain, but he’s talking about her as 
f she’s living in another state, not that 

she was brutally murdered, and cer-
tainly not at his hands.”

Linda wasn’t fooled. She tells 
In Touch she found their correspon-
dence “chilling. I think his letters 
show he is clearly a pathological liar 
who thought he could get away with 
murdering his wife.”

There’s nothing left to try to
save. Though Kim, 36, and Kanye,
39, attempted to present a united
front in the weeks following his psy-
chiatric hold at UCLA Medical Cen-
ter, they’ve lately been stepping out
more and more on their own. In the
fi rst half of March alone, Kim was
spotted out solo on March 2, 3, 6, 8,
10 and 11 while Kanye stepped out
by himself on March 2 and 14. “Kim
and Kanye,” says the family source,
“are living separate lives.” The one
time Kim and Kanye were seen out
together — they hit Santa Monica
restaurant Bandera on March 1 —
“they looked pretty depressed,” an
eyewitness tells In Touch. Says a sec-
ond eyewitness, “They didn’t even
talk to each other.”

That kind of behavior is noth-
ing new. “Kim and Kanye had many
issues before the robbery and before
Kanye’s mental-health crisis,” says
the family source. “They’ve been
fi ghting and distant for a long time.”
Kim’s been struggling to make the 
right decision for months. “While 
she can’t stand the idea of being hu-
miliated by yet another divorce, she 
doesn’t want to live in a broken mar-
riage either,” says the family source, 
“and she doesn’t know how much 
longer she can hold on pretending.”

Kim has vowed to make their 
two kids a priority as she pre-
pares to move on. “She’s consid-
ered going for sole custody of North, 
3, and Saint, 15 months,” says the 
Kim insider (see sidebar). But she
just wants to make sure Kanye is OK
and up to taking care of the kids. She
would never deny him his children.
Kim is, however, prepared to fi ght
for her fortune.

He’s not the man she thought 
he was. “The robbery hit her hard,”
says the Kim insider. “When Kim 
needed Kanye the most, he basically 
went MIA [on tour], then had to be 
checked into a psych ward. It was 
truly a clarifying moment for Kim, 
because she realized she was han-
dling everything on her own — and 
that she was strong enough to deal 
with it. She realized she’d been alone 
in this marriage for a very long time.”

Now she wants to make it of-
fi cial. “Being with Kanye made her 
feel suff ocated for so long because 
she always had to tiptoe around his 
mood swings. She felt as if she was 
constantly walking on eggshells,”
says the Kim insider. Even Kanye’s 
over-the-top gestures on birth-
days and holidays — the jewelry, 
the wall of fl owers, the orchestra 
in her living room — started to feel 
like a big charade. “Kanye loved the 
public image of Kim,” explains the 
Kim insider, “but not Kim for the 
person she was.”

Kim wants her happily-ever-
after. “She survived the disastrous 
marriage to Kris Humphries [whom 
she left after 72 days], so she can 
get through this. She has no other 
choice. It’s been hell,” says the Kim 
insider. “And Kim is convinced her 
fairy-tale ending is still out there. 
She won’t stop until she gets it.”    

His relationship with Blac Chyna is over, but Rob Kardashian,
30, isn’t giving up on love.

Marc Hadden and his 
fellow fi refi ghters 
had just sat down to 
dinner when the call 

came in. “A woman was at home 
having abdominal pain,” Marc, 
who is also a trained EMT, tells 
In Touch. When they arrived on the 
scene, Marc quickly realized their 
patient was actually pregnant and 
in advanced labor. Moments later, 
in the back of an ambulance, Marc 
assisted in delivering a beautiful 
baby girl. “I helped her take her fi rst 
breath,” he recalls.

He never could have imagined 
what would happen next. At the 
hospital, Marc overheard the doc-
tor tell the nurses that the baby was 
going to be put up for adoption. 
“When I heard them talking about 
the mother giving up the baby, I 
sorta jokingly said I wanted to 
throw my hat into the ring,” Marc, 
48, tells In Touch. After talking to 
his wife, Beth, he did. That was five

years ago. Today, that adorable 
baby, whom they named Gracie, is 
an integral part of their family. “It 
was truly and divinely meant to 
be,” Beth tells In Touch. “There’s no 
other way to explain it.”

It all happened so quickly. Af-
ter Marc joked about wanting to 
adopt Gracie, the nurses encour-
aged him to talk to the mother — af-
ter all, he’d just saved her life. “So I 
went to her and told her about me 
and my wife,” he says. Beth, 37, had 
endured two high-risk pregnancies 
with their sons — Parker, now 14, 
and Will, now 13 — and doctors told 
her it would be too dangerous to get 
pregnant again, so they were al-
ready looking to adopt. Obviously 
something Marc said touched the 
birth mother because hours after 
he spoke with her, Beth went to see 
her and, Marc recalls, “The woman 
turned to my wife and said, ‘I’d like 
you to have my baby.’” 

Attorneys were immediately 

called and papers were drawn 
up, giving the Haddens tempo-
rary guardianship. The couple, 
who live in Myrtle Beach, S.C., 
told their ecstatic sons and par-
ents and took Gracie home from 
the hospital. Four months later, 
the closed, private adoption was 
completed when the birth mom 
signed over parental rights.

Marc says Gracie has en-
hanced their lives in every 
way. The spirited 5-year-old 
loves gymnastics class and soccer 
games and spends “hours playing 
dress-up,” but her favorite thing 
to do is to go on daddy-daughter 
dates to Chick-fi l-A, says Marc, 
who now works as a plumbing 
superintendent. 

The Haddens know how 
lucky they are. “I’m living the 
best days of my life,” says Marc. 
“Gracie has contributed so much 
to all of our lives.”
