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b) Knowing the position of a macroscopic object (like a car) to within 1.00 
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 is, for all practical purposes, indistinguishable from knowing “exactly” where the object is. Even with this tiny position uncertainty of 1.00 
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, the velocity uncertainty is insanely small by our standards.
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
