There's a Class-A  Garner  item —

IT WAS NEARLY MIDNIGHT belore the re-
cording session pot under way. The first
take didn’t go smoothly. The musicians
were still cold and the gaunt young
singer was obviously ncrvous. 16594,
tuke two,” said the director from the
control room, and the band began
again, and as the singer swung more
casily into the words, faces brightened
and the drummer nodded in approval
to the man on the bass. From the be-
ginning, this had been a big night for
singer Frank D'Rone, for he was cutting
his first LP album; now suddenly it had
become a big night for everyone in the
studio, as the magic of the melodious
and swinging voice caught and lifted
them out of themselves. “Christ, he's
good. Who is he?” someone asked. By
session’s end, there secemed little doubt
that a great many across the country
would soon know who Frank D'Rone is.
I'here is some of Sinatra’s appeal in his
voice, and a bit of Tormé in his phras-
ing, but the result is pure D'Rone.
Frank's first LP didn’t come easily.
Under contract to Mercury Records for
nearly a year, he had been limited o
mediocre wunes [or 45-rpm release, had
bepged for a chance to cut an album ol
good material, finally insisted on either

the opportunity to do an LI or release
from his contract. Mercury granted per-
mission and gave him complete freedom
in the selection ol songs, arranger and
musicians. He spent weeks listening 1o
music, got ex-Kentonite Bill Russo (who
wrote the pLaVsoy article on Stan, Febru-
ary 1956) 1o arrange and conduct eight of
the songs, hip Midwest pianist Dick
Marx o handle another four. Russo,
responsible for some of Kenton's more
experimental sounds in the early Filuies,
gathered a strange group for the ses-
sion: five trombones, an oboe and three
rhvthm: Jack Tracy, ex-editor of Down
Beat and Mercury's A and R man, was
in charge ol the recording iself. A small
group of [riends was there: Johnny
Dante, who owns the ollbeat club on
Chicagn’s Near North Side called Dante's
Inferne  (Playboy After Hours, Septem-
ber 1938); pravsoy Publisher Hugh M.
Helner; December Playmate Joyce Niz
zari; Frank's girl, Laura Elliot. The ses-
sion wus supposed to last three hours,
but i went so well they continued re-
cording till dawn. A rravsoy photog
rapher was roused from his bed to shoot
the pictures for this spread, recording in
photos a special recording session and
the beginning of a new singing carcer.

Hellenic type was illustrated by a shot
of a classically proportioned young lady
in an abbreviated version of Grecian
attire; News Gothic was presented in the
form of a [emale newspaper reader
whose clothing consisted solely of the
newspaper she held in her hands: and
so on, ad nudeam. The ads were avidly
received and Magofhn's business boomed.

But when the Magothn boys turned
to Railroad Gothic and enlisted the
services of sumptuous ex-rravsoy Play-
mate Marguerite Empey to impersonate
a maiden-in-distress tied to a (toy) rail-
road track, they ran into trouble. MAC
deemed the photograph just a wrille “too
nude” for the publication. Too late to
substitute another photo, Magolhn de-
cided to publish a femme-free ad in
MAC. In place of the expected beauty
they printed a cartoon of a blindlolded
adman, with the capuon, “The pub-
lisher of MAC thought our ad scheduled
for today was ‘too nude for advertsing
men.” We will be happy to send prools
to those wishing o decide for them-
selves . . ."

Within a week, Magofhn had received
more than 700 requests for the promised
prools — over 109, of MAC’s circulation
—and MAC printed a good-natured
editorial comment in the lorm of a pic
ture of their offices being picketed by
hall-clad Magofhn models Gurying “Un-
fair!™ signs.

To enjoy this kind of largess vou
needn’t go spearfishing by torchlight or
take rod and line and go hunting for
tiger shark in wopical waters. Merely
walk to the nearest hsh stall, dip into
the deep moat of cracked ice, and shang-
hai the freshest specimens vou can find.
A Rsh is fresh when its eyes are bulging
and brightly arrogant, when the flesh is
firm and vour fingers leave no imprint,
when the scales hug the body tightly
and the Iragrance is sweet and clean, 1f
there's too pungent an odor. don't buy
the Rsh. It's been held in storage too
long, and it will develop an off-flavor
when cooked. Of course, fish smoked or
dried will have a characteristic aroma,
not to be confused with staleness.

Fortunately, fish like king salmon,
from faraway places, now travel refrig-
erated, by plane, to all parts of the
country, Fresh-water fish are carried in
tank trucks with freshly pumped water,
and are delivered alive to big-city mar-
kets. A few years ago all frozen fish were
watery and stale tasting, but recent ad-
vances in [reezing are remarkable. Now
you can buy [rozen rainbow trout, some
imported  from  Denmark,  delightiully
rich and supple in flavor. Even pound
blocks of quick-Irozen fllet ol sole or
haddock have been improved w the
point where they can seriously challenge
the llavor of the same fish freshly caught

Lemon and fish form a Ane Anny
albnity: no expert fsh chel will start
cooking his ish unless he has on hand a
generous supply of lemons, It doesn’t
matter whether the fish is a fat buterfish
or a lean bluefsh: lemon picks up and
slicks up its natural deep-sea flavor. You
use lemon juice o anoint all baked bsh
before it goes into the oven and aflter
it's placed on the serving platter. When
you poach a piece ol hsh, the juice, -
gether with the squeezed lemon isell,
must go into the poaching water. And
when the fsh s curried w the wable, it
must be accompanied by generous wedges
ol lemon.

Butter also — [resh sweet 93-scare but-
wer —should be brushed on hsh belore
it is broiled and just before it is served.
When you sauté a fine piece of fish, you
may use butter, but the butter in this
case should be clarifed: that is, slowly
melwed and then freed of all foam on
top and solids on the bottom. Clarified
butter. sometimes called drawn butter,
will not turn a bitterish black when the
fish is sautéed, as unreated buer will.
I clanifying butter 15 a nuisance, vou
should use a clean. clear vegetable oil.

Parsley also has an old and honorable
kinship with fish. Serve sprigs of parsley
as a garnish on the fish plate. Chop it

as fine as powder, and, along with the
lemon juice, add it to the butter which
is brushed on the cookéd fish. Dry the
fresh curly parsley. and fry big handluls
of it in deep fat to go along with your
fish fry.

When raw, fish, unlike meat, is tender.
You cook it to change its flavor and to
“Arm” it rather than to tenderize at
Whenever a thin slice or fillet of fish is
baked or fried too long, it will become
wizened and sterile in lavor. The same
drying out will happen to a large whole
fish baked at oo high a wemperature, so
keep the flame low. For cooking quickly
under or over a strong flame, keep the
fish on the fre for as briel a cooking
period as possible. 'To protect small fish
from the ravages of the heat, dip the
fish on all sides in Hour. When you broil
a thick fish steak, like salmon, sprinkle
the side of the fish exposed to the flame
with bread crumbs and brush with but-
ter, or coat the raw fsh with Hour and
then brush it with oil. Both the bread-
crumb weatment and the Hour coating
will form a delicious insulation.

Because of its natural tenderness, a
fish should bLe handled very gingerly
when it’s on the fire. When you're broil-
ing a fish, don’t turn it: broil it on one
side only. Then, if the fsh is thick,
vansler it to the oven section, sull un-
wurned, where the heat will cook the
unbroiled side. Thirty years ago, Andrew
Pagani. fsh chel of the old Waldorl-
Astoria, was known for his hollering
“Never turn the Ash!™ Actually the idea
is much older than thut. Louis Diat, fa-
mous ¢hel of the Riw-Carlton, handled
his fish in precisely this manner. When
you're turning a picce of fish in the fry-
ing pan, Life it carefully with tongs, turn
it with a large long spatula, or use two
spatulas or a spatula and a long meat
fork.

I'he Tact that many fish recipes recom-
mend a short cooking period is undoubt-
edly the clue to the present popularity
of hsh among those who like ease in
their daily living. The amateur chef can,
in 10 or 20 minutes, assemble a sizeling
plauer of shad roe. a planked salmon
steak, an eel stew or a delightful plate
ol sole bonne femme.

For rravnoy followers who enjoy eat-
ing under the sign of Pisces, we offer the
following ecasy [formulae. Recipes are
designed for four helpings.

BROILED DEVILED MACKEREL

Buy two mackerel, 114 1bs. each, Have
the Rsh dealer clean and split the fsh
for broiling, removing the backbone.
Let 1y cup butter stand at room temper
ature until it is soft enough to spread
casily. Combine the butter with | table-

spoon prcp;ucd mustard, I:, lt‘;u[mun
dry mustard, 1y teaspoon Worcestershire
sauce and a dash Tabasco sauce. Mis
well until very smooth. Dry the inside
ol the fish with paper towels. Spread the
butter mixture on the inside ol the hsh.
Sprinkle the inside with bread crumbs.
Place fsh, skin side down. on a greased
shallow broiling pan. Place the pan un-
der a preheated broiler fame. Broil
about 8 o 10 mimutes or until Ash s
golden brown. Do not turn fsh. Remove
carefully with a large spatula onto serv-
g plates.

RAINBOW TROLT WITH ALMONDS

Thaw [our [rozen raimbow trout, o
cight for heavyweight appetites, Pour
boiling water over 3 oss. shelled  al-
monds. Let them steep in the water 2 or
8 minutes. Draun water off the almonds,
and slip the skin off each one, Cut the
almonds lengthwise into thin slivers,
Place them in a shallow pan with 2
tablespoons melted butter. Bake in a
preheated oven at 375°  surring  re-
quently,  unul  almonds  are  brown,
usually about 15 minutes. Avoid char
ring almonds. Wash trout well in cold
water. Dry with paper wowels. Sprinkle
generously with salt, pepper and pap-
rika. Dip the fish in flour, coating each
piece completely. In an clectric skillet,
heat 14 inch oil o 370°. Sauté the fsh
untl  well browned on both  sides.
Sprinkle almonds over fish on serving
plates or plaver. Garnish with  Jarge
sprigs ol watercress.

SCOTCH SALMON

In & mixing bowl or casserole place 2
sliced onions, 2 smashed cloves garlic,
2 sliced picces celery, 2 bay leaves, 2 cups
red wine vinegar and 14 cup salad oil.
Place four salmon steaks, 6 to 8 oss. cach,
in the vinegar mixture, and mannate
for 34 hour to 1 hour. Remove salmon
from the vinegar mixture. Place it on a
greased  shallow  broiler  pan.  Brush
salmon  lightly with  butter. Sprinkle
with salt, celery salt and  paprika.
Sprinkle lightly with bread crumbs.
Place under a preheated broiler Hame,
5307, for 5 minutes. Remove pan Lo oven
section of range, and bake 5 minutes
longer.

FRIED FILLEL OF 501K

For years, gourmets have monoto-
nously pointed out that there are no true
sole in American waters, only flounder.

A VETERAN ARRANGER who still holds
a carpenter’s union card, a lyricist who
dabbles in serious poetry, and a throaty
thrush from Britain are bringing an
exciting sound to jazz these days. The
infectious beat of Count Basie is their
basis. Using ingenious new lyrics and
their own versatile pipes, trio Dave
Lambert. Jon Hendricks and Annie Ross
are note-for-note vocalizring such old
Basic arrangements as Omne O’Clock
Jump, Shorty George and Little Pony,
with a basic rhythm section supplying
the only instrumentation in back of
lyrics like “Well thanks a lot but really
baby I must quit the scene il you know
what I mean/ Don’t be quittin® just
when you're hiuin' the peak/ Get a
record that will play a week.” The gimn-
mick incubated in 1954 when lvricist
Hendricks ook upon himsell the mind-
wrenching task of penning lvrics for the
old Woody Herman [avorite, Fow
Brothers. Teaming up with arranger
Lambert (he’s worked for Krupa, Ken-
ton, James) and six stucio voices, Hend-
ricks recorded the nummber for Decca,
but it laid a bomh. The astute Lambert
decided that they were on the right wrack
but in the wrong train. Reluctant to re-
turn to his hard-times sideline of car-
pentry, he hit the discouraged Hendricks
with the idea of focusing his word-wield-
ing craft on Basie. “The Count swings
hard,” said Lambert, “and he should
lay well for singing.” Hendricks agreed.,
got to work, and a demonstration record
was cut of 12 voices singing a dozen
Basie standards. It made the round of
the plawer caliphs, all of whom said it
couldn’t be done until ABC-Paramount
jazz chief Creed Taylor cinbed out on
a shaky limb and signed them up.
When the first cutting session went no-
where, the impatient Lambert cashiered
his whole arnny of studio voices save one:
Annic  Ross, a curvy  English-born
warbler who sang with Lionel Hampton
in Europe and whose adroit larvnx
rockets her to F over high C. The trio
took off on a three-month mulu taping

marathon (each singing four parts).

“Multi-taping is about as exhilarating
as a walk across a desert with no shoes
on,” groans Lambert. The exhausting
process hospitalized Annie and Hend-
ricks for a week, but it resulted late last
year in the exciting ABC LP, Sing a
Song of Basie (Playboy After Hours,
October '58). As an encore the trio
etched for Rouleute Sing Along with
Basie (Playboy After Hours, March '59),
this time with Tull Basie band and singer
Joe Williams pitching in. Success-flushed
and eager for experiments, Hendricks is
anxiouns not to limit himsell to Basie.
He has put words to Milt Jackson's

Spivit Feel and Horace Silver's Daoadlin’,

which United Artists 45 back-to-back.
Inevitably, the Lambert bunch has been
criticized as a too-tricky fad. and some
carpers have deplored what seems like
a lack of true creative imvention in mere-
ly vocalizing old arrangements: but with
their records selling in the healthy thou
sunds, and with the hot response they
per at cool spots like Birdland, the Ap-
ollo. the Blue Nowe and the Hungry i,
these swingers arce also gathering acco-
lades to the effect that they are solid
artists who are making a unique and
lasting contribution to jazz.

WHILE EVEN the most protean mem-
bers of his race have rarely made head-
way in more than one acting medium,
Sidney Poitier, at 35, has already taken
a giant step in three. Starring in the new
play A Raisin in the Sun. a dozen filims
(including the upcoming Porgy and Bess)
and [eatured prominently in TV drama,
Poitier is not only a Negro actor carry-
ing an unprecedented work load, but
equally important, he’s calling his own
shots. 1 pick stories,” says Poiticr, "pri-
marily as they suit my taste as an actor.
But I also have certain principles which
help determine my behavior in life. 1
try not to offend these sensibilities.”
Which was why, a few years ago when
jobs were scarce and his wife was ex-
pecting, he turned down a sorely-necded
S1000 for three days' work in The
Phenix Gity Story. "They wanted me to
play a father whose son is killed by a
mob, and who rises above the incident
by forgiving them. To me this isn't the
solution for this kind of problem.” Try-
ing to explain his remarkable success in
the face of his fierce artistic honesty, he
sums up: “I'm lucky. I'm fairly intelli-
gent. 1 read lines coherently. 1've got a
strong determination to fulfill mysell as
a human being as well as an artist, and

THE SCULLERY MAID of the television
world a little over a year ago, Cinderella
network ABC is now giving her two no-
longersmug sisters, CBS and NBC, a
case of teevee-jeebics, and the man be-
hind it all is ABC's 40-year-old prexy, a
burr-headed chunk of cbullience named
Oliver Treyz. Madison Avenue laughed
in 1956 when Treyz sat down to play
ABC-TV president, especially since he
was replacing crackerjack Robert Kint-
ner, who defected 1o NBC. But in a
burst of inspired programing, Treyz
uncorked a one-two-three punch of oat-
ers (Lawman, Riflenan and the off-
trail, saurical Maverick), homicide
(Naked City, 77 Sunset Strip) and hay-
sceds (The Real McCoys), all top audi-
ence-grabbers, and ABC is now very
much the third major league. Treyz,
whose lifclong motto has been “Why
walk when you can sprint?” bounded
imto communications in 1939 as a one-
man radio program in upstate New
York. From there he galloped into big-
time tadio, graduating to Director of
ABC. When ABC-Paramount President
Leonard Goldenson needed somebady
to fill the ample brogans of departing
TV chiel Kintner, he couldn't help

I'm blessed with a kind of physical aver-
ageness.” Miami-born son of a Nassau
farmer, Poiticr went to New York at 16,
where he walloped docks, jerked sodas,
and parked cars before winning an
American Negro Theatre scholarship.
From bit roles he graduated to a fea-
tured part in the Broadway hit, Anna
Lucasta. Then on to a shuttle between

noticing the galvanic Treyz ("Treyz is a
driving force,” said Goldenson at the
time. "He likes the tough things to do
rather than the easy and he has the pro-
ductive capacity of six men and an IBM
machine”). Installed in office, Treyz
hired two [ull-time secretaries to handle
calls and incoming correspondence (he
seldom writes letters and doesn't hesi-
tate to call anybody at any hour) and
initiated the industry’s first  25-hour
working day. Tackling each new assign-
ment as if he is already three days late,
I'reyz keeps a battery of associates on a
constant travel alert, olten notifying

films and TV. His gamut-running versa-
tility was manifested in such diverse
roles as churchman in Cry the Beloved
Country, Mau Mau leader in Something
of Value, and juvenile delinquent in
The Blackboard Jungle. But it was The
Defiant Ones (for which he won the
Berlin Festival Silver Bear Award) that
presented him with his most sarisfying
role. “The film offered no panacea for
social problems,” says Poitier, “but it did
demonstrate something significant: that
two men of different races forced 1o live
with each other, while still not digging
each other completely, do discover that
the other isn't such a bad guy alter all.”
When, alter 10 years of negotiations,
Samuel Goldwyn finally got screen rights
for Porgy and Bess, he said, "I've never
considered anybody else for the role of
Porgy but Sidney Poitier.” The Almed
version of the Gershwin-Heyward [olk
classic is very important to Poitier,
aside from being a top-drawer showcase
for him: "Few examples of American
culture have reccived as enthusiastic a
reception around the world as Porgy.
The film should reach many areas that
touring companies couldn't get 0.
When Poitier, as Porgy, ends the film
with the rousing nunber, I'm On My
Way, he is, il anything, understating his
real-life case.

While CBS and NBC have been throw-
ing Sunday morsels and occasional week-
night crumbs two the upper aundience
crust, ABC is almost entirely mass-
oriented. However, Treyz has a ready
reason: “We're still fighting to solidify
ourselves with the skim. Once we've got
it, we'll take care of the cream.” His
ambition is to make the third network
the Number One network, and since
the pace that Oliver Treyz maintains is
for frontrunners, not runners-up, few
who know him doubt that he can do it.

right of the livingroom is the master's
wing, highest and most private part of
the house. A walled. open-topped patio
faces the pool; a rooled sun deck projects
over the luke and provides shelter for
the boat slip and dock below. If you
stand at the near cormer of the pool, you
may be able to discern, beneath its sur-
face, the windows of “the cave,” a rec
room under the guest wing.

Now, looking at the unroofed view on
Pagés 50 and 51, imagine yoursell skirting
the diving board and entering the liv-
ingroom at the first open glass panel.
There are no steps to climb, no doors to
open, and poolside and livingroom floor
are continuous and smooth —a boon to
barefoot swimmers by day and to roman-
tic couples dancing at night. Before you
is the bowl-like fireplace, with its hooded
vent dramatically hung from the ceiling.
You are now in the relaxed and rather
sedentary part of the room; wing-back
chairs and & cozy couch against the wall,
between cabinets housing bar and stereo
rig, have their focus here. Beyond is the
dining arca which enjoys an uninter-
rupted view of the lake; the drop-leal
table may be folded Rat against the wall,
for dancing, or opened to its full length
for a buffer. Along the right wall of the
dining area is a cabinet for china, glass-
ware and other tableware. To the left of
the dining area’s window wall is an open
hooded brazier (backing it, on the lake-
side patio, is an outdoor barbecue), and
in the [ar corner of the room is the food
bar which sets off the kitchen area.

Up a [ew steps on
your left is the guest wing, down a [ew
steps is the rec room, and four steps lead
up [from the right wall of the livingroom
to the master's wing, a self-contained
suite with sun deck, patio, lounging
area, dressing area and divided bath.

The livingroom's colors and textures
are as sophisticated as those of any town
house, yet blend perfectly with the hide-
away's bucolic setting.

The bed it-
self, with its ample 54” x 96" size and 24~
attached fout bench, is an island in the
room, given its private setting by its L-
shaped, oiled-walnut, 5-foot-high shield.

After dinner
there are games in the rec room for the
more sportsmanlike types, a bit of music
and dancing for others, perhaps a moon-
light boat ride or a moonlight swim in
the lighted pool. And still later, when
most of your guests for the day have
departed and you and the select few
who will stay the weekend have seuled
down around the fire, or are sprawled at
case in your room, you have a litle
time o realize what a wonderful hide-
away is yowrs. There is intimate coziness
when it's wanted, there's ample room for
a gay crowd, there's privacy and sociabil-
ity, all to be had in the seclusion of your
own weckend retreat.

BOILED WHOLE STRIPED BASS

Buffet tables as well as formal dinners
are often adorned with a large whole
boiled fish such as salmon or striped
bass, The best utensil for cooking such
a fish is a long oval hAsh boiler with
removable rack. Il such gear isn't avail
able, vie up the whole fish in cheese-
cloth and cook it in a large pot. Use the
cloth to remove the fish from the pot.
A G-to-8-1b. striped bass or salmon will
provide about 10-12 portions. To cook
it, hArst prepare a vegetable-llavored
stock, court bouillon. In a large pot put
3 quarts water, s cup white wine
vinegar, 2 sliced onions. 2 sliced carrots,
2 sliced pieces celery, 8 sprigs parsley,
I bay leal, 14 teaspoon rosemary, 4 tea-
spoons salt and 12 slightly crushed pep-
percorns. Bring to a boil. Simmer 30
minutes. Strain the liquid. Pour over
whole fish. Bring to a boil. Reduce flame.
Simmer about 34 hour. To test fish for
tenderness, insert a long thin skewer
into backbone. It should flake easily.
I'ransfer fish gently onto silver platter
covered with a large white cloth nap-
kin. Remove as much skin as possible
from fish. Serve with Hollandaise sauce
if hot or with mayonnaise if cold. When
your guests taste this, they'll flip, and
that's no fish story.
