Los nombres

masculinos y femeninos, lo que facilita bastante las
cosas. El, 13, los, las se traducen por the. M/f
(masculino/femenino) al lado de una palabra
espanola quiere decir que el masculino y el
femenino de esa palabra se traducen al inglés de la
misma forma. Ejemplo: amigo, amiga: friend. El
plural se forma habitualmente afadiendo una s. Sin
embargo, algunos nombres tienen un plural
diferente: los encontraréis en el apartado
gramatical, al igual que los nombres que son
siempre plurales o siempre singulares.

Los adjetivos

Los adjetivos sirven para describir los nombres. En
inglés son invariables y se colocan siempre delante
del nombre. Ejemplos: a little girl: una nina
pequenia; the red dress: el traje rojo; little girls:
unas ninas pequenas.

Los verbos indican qué es o qué hace una persona,
animal o cosa. El infinitivo se traduce por to + el
verbo. Ejemplo: to look for: buscar. Al final del
libro veréis cbmo se conjugan, asi como los
diferentes tiempos y una lista de verbos irregulares
en la pagina 104, es decir, aquellos verbos cuyo
pasado y participio son distintos del presente.

Finalmente, en la pagina 96 se explican algunas
reglas basicas de la gramatica inglesa y en la pagina
106 se da el significado literal de algunas frases
utilizadas en el libro.
